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BACKGROUND: 

This property is 1.382 acres with two existing buildings. The first building contains a convenient store with 
fuel pumps and the former Clarkston Coin Laundry. The second building contains a restaurant and a hair salon 
with two vacant commercial spaces. The applicant is requesting a Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to re-open 
the self-service laundry facility in the existing space.  
 
The existing space is 2,500 square feet of floor area with 42 washing machines and 18 dryers. The applicant is 
not proposing any increase in square footage nor additional equipment within the commercial space.  
 
There is approximately 7,004 square feet of commercial floor area located on this site, which requires a 
minimum of 36 parking spaces. The site has 48 existing parking spaces so no additional parking spaces would 
be required with this proposal.  
 
The former Clarkston Coin Laundry received a 2025 business license but it appears that the business closed 
sometime in October of 2025. Based on the business being closed for longer than six (6) months, the zoning 
code would no longer consider this use non-conforming and requires a conditional use permit for self-service 
laundry facilities in the NC-1 zoning district.  
 
 
Analysis: Pursuant to Section 219(d) of the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, Staff has reviewed the 
conditional use permit request in accordance with the required review criteria, which are as follows: 

 
1. Would the conditional use be injurious to the use and enjoyment of the environment or of other 

property in the immediate vicinity or diminish and impair property values within the 
surrounding neighborhood? 
The proposed use would not diminish nor impair property values with the surrounding neighborhood. 
This space was previously utilized as a self-service laundry facility. There is a 6-foot wooden fence 
adjacent to the neighboring residential properties that are in unincorporated DeKalb County.  

 
2. Would the proposed conditional use increase local or state expenditures in relation to cost of 

servicing or maintaining neighboring properties? 
The proposed use would not increase local or state expenditures in relation to the cost of servicing or 
maintaining neighboring properties.  
 

3. Would the establishment of the conditional use impede the normal and orderly development of 
surrounding property for uses predominant in the area? 
Staff does not anticipate this use impeding the normal and orderly development of surrounding 
properties. The proposed self-service laundry facility is with an existing business space that was 
previously utilized as a self-service laundry facility.   
 

4. Would the location and character of the proposed conditional use be consistent with a desirable 
pattern of development for the locality in general? 
The subject property is an existing commercial center with 7,004 square feet of space between two 
buildings. There is not any new development being proposed with this request. This request is to re-
activate a use that previously operated within this space. Staff does believes that this proposal is 
aligned with the pattern of development in this area.  

The Future Land Use Map in the Comprehensive Plan designates this area as Mixed-Use. The 
proposed self-service laundry facility is consistent with the Mixed-Use Future Land Use designation, 
which envisions a mix of residential, commercial, and urban-compatible industrial uses. 
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Recommendation: 
 
Pursuant to Article II, Division 6 of the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, Staff has reviewed the request in 
accordance with the required review criteria and recommends APPROVAL of the conditional use permit for 
a self-service laundry facility at 3635 Church Street, Unit B with the following condition:

The Board considered a conditional use permit request to allow a self-service laundry 
facility at 3635 Church Street, Unit B. Staff and the consultant team explained that the 
laundromat had previously operated at the same location but had been closed for a 
period of time. Due to the lapse in operation and changes related to ownership and 
interior repairs, the applicant was required to seek conditional use approval before 
reopening. 

Board members asked questions regarding the history of the business, whether 
ownership had changed, and whether improvements had been made to the facility. The 
consultant noted that the letter of intent referenced a change in ownership and minor 
interior repairs, including replacement of equipment, but the applicant was not present 
to provide additional details. 

Chair McFarland opened the item for public comment. No public comments were 
offered in support or opposition. The public comment portion was closed. 

Amy M. motioned to approve the conditional use permit to allow a self-service laundry 
facility at 3635 Church Street, Unit B, subject to the conditions provided by staff. Motion 
was seconded by Lisa W. Motion passed (5-0) 

 B. Proposed Text Amendment to the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, 
Appendix A, Article IV to establish mobile food vending regulations.  

 C. Proposed Text Amendments to the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, 
Appendix A, Article IV to establish accessory food truck standards.  

 D. Proposed Text Amendments to the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, 
Appendix A, Article IV to amend the Use Table to add allowances for Mobile 
Food Vending and Accessory Food Trucks. 

Because the three proposed text amendments:Proposed Text Amendment to the City of 
Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, Appendix A, Article IV to establish mobile food vending 
regulations, Proposed Text Amendments to the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, 
Appendix A, Article IV to establish accessory food truck standards, and Proposed Text 
Amendments to the City of Clarkston Zoning Ordinance, Appendix A, Article IV to 
amend the Use Table to add allowances for Mobile Food Vending and Accessory Food 
Trucks, were related, the Amy M. motioned was to hear the proposed items together. 
The motion received a second by Lisa W. and passed. (5-0) 
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The consultant team presented the proposed amendments related to mobile food 
vending, food truck vendors, ice cream trucks, push carts, temporary food 
establishments, commissaries, vending sites, licensing requirements, property owner 
approval, insurance requirements, and Department of Public Health or Department of 
Agriculture approvals. 

The consultant explained that the proposed mobile food vending regulations would 
remove food trucks from the temporary use framework and establish a separate 
licensing process for mobile food vendors. The proposed regulations included 
provisions related to allowable zoning districts, operating periods, distance requirements 
from existing food service establishments and city-sanctioned special events, signage, 
and future fee schedule considerations.  

Board members discussed whether additional zoning districts, including light industrial 
areas and park spaces, should be included. The Board also discussed how the 
proposed language would affect existing businesses, including food truck operations 
already active in the city. Staff stated that the city had already spoken with existing food 
truck operators regarding the proposed language and emphasized that the intent was 
not to negatively impact existing businesses, but to create a clearer process for current 
and future mobile food operations. 

The Board expressed concern that the proposed language needed additional review to 
ensure it would support small business development and avoid unnecessary barriers. 
Members discussed the importance of reviewing how neighboring jurisdictions regulate 
mobile food vending, including jurisdictions such as Stone Mountain, Tucker, and 
Avondale Estates.  

The discussion also included the distinction between temporary mobile food vendors 
and more permanent or semi-permanent accessory food truck operations. The 
consultant explained that the proposed language treated mobile food vending as limited 
to short-term operations, while accessory food trucks would apply to longer-term 
operations. Board members raised questions about whether the proposed definitions 
adequately addressed food trucks, trailers, commissary-based vendors, mobile drink 
vendors, ice cream trucks, mobile farmers markets, and other similar operations.  

Additional questions and concerns included: 

• Whether the regulations should allow mobile food vendors in more zoning 
districts. 

• Whether food trucks should be allowed in residential areas for special events or 
block parties. 

• How property owner permission would be documented. 
• Whether a vendor would need approval for each vending site. 
• Whether fees could create a double-charging issue for vendors that already have 

a business license. 
• Whether permanent or semi-permanent food trucks should be treated differently 

from short-term mobile vendors. 
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• Whether restroom access, water, gray water disposal, power sources, 
generators, fire safety, and ADA requirements should be more clearly addressed. 

• Whether the application should include information regarding power source, 
water source, waste disposal, site layout, and designated parking area. 

• Whether the ordinance should include more specific standards for trailers, truck 
dimensions, parking impacts, fire lane clearance, and sight distance safety.  

 

The consultant clarified that special events would be handled separately through the 
city’s special event process and that a special event permit would allow food trucks to 
participate in events such as block parties, 5Ks, or other temporary events. 

Public comment was opened. A member of the public spoke generally in support of 
creating a food truck ordinance and stated that food trucks can provide an important 
opportunity for small business owners. The speaker also recommended additional 
revisions, including clearer definitions, truck and trailer dimensions, parking 
requirements, property owner approval requirements, designated site plans, fire 
marshal inspection requirements, and consideration of a pilot or temporary permit 
period before finalizing permanent regulations.  

Following public comment, the Board continued discussion regarding safety, alcohol 
regulations, property owner approval, and whether the item should be delayed to allow 
staff and consultants more time to revise the proposed language. Staff noted that there 
was a compliance concern because the current code does not expressly regulate 
mobile food trucks. The Board acknowledged the need to balance compliance with the 
desire to protect and support existing and future businesses. 

After discussion, Amy M. motioned to table the three proposed text amendments until 
the July Planning and Zoning Board meeting to allow staff and the consultant team 
additional time to research concerns, revise the language, and return with updated 
amendments. The motion was seconded by Birendra D. Motion passed (5-0)

The cost to perform the planning and engineering tasks is included in the Recreational 
Project Category of the SPLOST II Program. 
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RECOMMENDATION:  

This RFP was advertised previously and presented to council at the May work 
session. Due to questions regarding the bidding process and RFP format, city 
administration chose to re-advertise.  

This project is identified in the Parks Master Plan Report. The design and construction 
plan development was identified as a city-funded required task in the CDBG grant 
(construction phase funding) that was submitted to DeKalb County in April.  

The City received technical proposals from the following civil engineering firms: 

 

• Stantec 
• Skyline Engineering & Construction 
• Foresite Group 
• JE (disqualified) 

 

The City Manager, Parks & Recreation Director; Public Works Director and City 
Engineer evaluated the technical proposal submittals and ranked the proposals based 
on the technical criteria set forth in the RFP. The selection process followed the 
Qualifications-Based Selection (QBS) format that council approved by Resolution in July 
2016 and Procurement Policy amended in April 2024.  

The highest ranked firm was identified as Skyline Engineering & Construction. City staff 
met with Skyline Engineering and Construction on 6/23/2026; the firm with the highest 
ranked technical proposal based on QBS, to refine the scope of work to better align with 
the intent and goals of the Parks & Recreation Project. Scope negotiations resulted in a 
number of revisions. Once a final scope of work was agreed to by both parties, the City 
requested a Fee Proposal from Skyline Engineering & Construction. After several fee 
negotiation sessions, a final fee of $207,530; with a $30,000 city contingency, for a total 
of $237,530, was agreed to by both parties. The contingency is to be utilized exclusively 
at the cities discretion and only in the event an increase in the scope of services occurs 
and approved by the city.  

Next Steps 

If Council and Mayor concurs with the administration and staff recommendation, the City 
administration will subsequently issue a NTP to Skyline Engineering & Construction with 
a deadline to complete all planning and engineering tasks as outlined in the contract by 
February 1, 2027.

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement” or “Contract”) is entered into this  day of 

20_____ by and between SKYLINE ENGINEERING & CONSTRUCTION, LLC 
(“CONSULTANT”), a Georgia limited liability company, and the CITY OF CLARKSTON, 
GEORGIA, a municipal corporation of the State of Georgia (“CITY”). For convenience, the 
CONSULTANT and the CITY may sometimes be referred herein collectively as “parties” and 
individually as a “party”. 

WITNESSETH 

WHEREAS, CITY desires to engage CONSULTANT to provide professional civil 
engineering services for the development of concept plans, engineering site plans, a biddable set 
of construction plans, specifications and related professional services for the conversion of grass 
field at Milam Park to a multi-purpose recreational field , as more fully described in this Agreement 
and its associated exhibits; and 

WHEREAS, CONSULTANT agrees to provide such work and services for the CITY in 
accordance with the terms of this Agreement; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, for the mutual promises set forth herein, and for other valuable 
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto 
mutually agree as follows: 

1. Engagement of CONSULTANT 

(a) CONSULTANT submitted a technical and fee proposal, addendum 
acknowledgement and associated documents (vendor questionnaire, code of ethics, 
references, non- collusion, and e-verifications) which is the basis for this Agreement 
and is attached hereto as Exhibit A. 

(b) CITY agrees to engage the CONSULTANT and the CONSULTANT hereby agrees 
to perform the scope of services (final negotiated between the CITY and 
CONSULTANT) set forth in Exhibit B attached hereto and is referred to herein as 
the “Scope of Work.” 

(c) CONSULTANT acknowledges that CONSULTANT shall be solely responsible for 
determining the methods for performing the services under this Agreement in 
compliance with all applicable national, federal, state, municipal, laws, regulations, 
codes, and ordinances. The CONSULTANT agrees that all of the work to be 
performed  by CONSULTANT under or pursuant to this Agreement shall be done 
(i.) with the Standard of Care ordinarily provided by competent engineers, including 
all associated civil engineering services and disciplines referenced herein for 
CONSULTANTs practicing in the same or similar locality and under the same or 
similar circumstances and applicable CONSULTANT license; and (ii.) as 
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expeditiously as is prudent considering the ordinary CONSULTANT skill and care 
of a competent engineers, including all associated civil engineering disciplines and 
services, as the case may be. 

(d) CONSULTANT will be responsible for supplying all civil engineering software, 
tools and equipment necessary for CONSULTANT to provide the services. 

(e) CONSULTANT shall diligently complete all services in a timely manner consistent 
with the Standard of Care identified in Section 2 below and the Project Schedule 
attached as Exhibit D hereto. 

(f) CONSULTANT Final (negotiated) Scope of Work and Fee (negotiated is based on 
the CITY issued Request for Proposal dated June 7, 2026, attached as Exhibit E. 

2. Standard of Care. The Scope of Work performed by CONSULTANT under 
Exhibit B shall be performed in accordance with that degree of care and skill 
ordinarily exercised by members of CONSULTANT’s profession practicing at the 
same time in the same location, and in compliance with applicable federal, state, and 
local statutes, rules, and regulations published and in effect as of the date of this 
Agreement. CONSULTANT further represents all personnel providing services or 
Work on the Project shall be properly experienced, professional, competent, and 
properly licensed and qualified in all governmental jurisdictions in which the Work 
is to be performed. Upon request by CITY, CONSULTANT shall furnish such 
evidence as CITY may require relating to the qualifications of its personnel and the 
CONSULTANT’s ability to perform fully its Work in accordance with the Contract. 
Unqualified CONSULTANT personnel, or CONSULTANT personnel otherwise 
reasonably objected to by CITY, shall be promptly replaced. All labor furnished to 
progress the Work under the Contract will be competent to perform the tasks 
undertaken and will yield only quality results in compliance with a scope of work 
and service. CONSULTANT will at all times in good faith perform the Work. Any 
and all Work not conforming to these requirements shall be considered defective 
and shall constitute a breach of the Contract. The obligations in this Agreement shall 
be deemed cumulative and shall not be deemed alternative or exclusive, nor shall 
they be deemed to alter or limit any other. The CITY shall not be liable or 
responsible for the accuracy of the Work or any error or omission in any phase of 
the Work. The CONSULTANT shall have the sole liability and responsibility for its 
Work and that it is in federal, state, and local compliance, and that neither the CITY 
nor any other governmental entities are out of compliance due to the 
CONSULTANT’s failure to perform the Work in accordance with the standard of 
care set described herein. 

3. Correction of Work: Prior to Final Payment hereunder, CONSULTANT shall 
promptly correct Work rejected by CITY in accordance with the terms of this 
Agreement or known by CONSULTANT to be defective or failing to conform to 
the requirements of the Contract measured by Section 2 above (herein referenced as 
“Standard of Care”). Subject to the terms of this Agreement, CONSULTANT shall 
bear costs of correcting such rejected Work. If CONSULTANT fails to correct 
nonconforming Work as required or fails to perform the Work in accordance with 
the Contract and the Project is not yet complete, CITY may, by written order, direct 
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CONSULTANT to stop the Work, or any portion thereof, until the cause for such 
order has been eliminated. If CONSULTANT defaults or neglects to carry out the 
Work in accordance with the Standard of Care and fails within five (5) business days 
after receipt of written notice from CITY to commence and continue correction of 
such default or neglect with diligence and promptness, CITY must give a second 
written notice to CONSULTANT and, seven (7) days following receipt by 
CONSULTANT of that second written notice and without prejudice to other 
remedies, CITY may correct such deficiencies and charge the actual cost thereof to 
CONSULTANT. In such case an appropriate Change Order shall be issued 
deducting from payments then or thereafter due to CONSULTANT, CITY’s actual 
costs of correcting such deficiencies 

4. Compensation. The CITY agrees to pay the CONSULTANT for all fees and 
expenses for all Services in an amount not to exceed Two Hundred Seven 
Thousand Five Hundred Thirty Dollars ($237,530); which includes a city 
contingency of $30,000, to be utilized at the cities discretion,  as set forth in 
Exhibit C. This contract amount is the maximum not-to-exceed amount and will 
include all miscellaneous expenses such as printing, etc. CONSULTANT shall 
submit an invoice to the CITY, no more frequently than once per month, based on 
time and expenses basis. Each invoice shall be for the prior month’s work tasks and 
accompanied by a progress report for the services provided that month. Payment 
will be made by the CITY within forty-five (45) days of receipt of an invoice from 
CONSULTANT. No rate escalations during the duration of the Agreement will be 
allowed by the CITY. 

Invoicing shall include supporting cost details; a breakout of all costs including 
direct labor, indirect costs and other direct costs, person-hours, rate per hour, and 
labor classifications on a per task basis. 

5. Project Schedule and Deliverable Dates. Exhibit D reflects the various tasks and 
services to be delivered including the deadline for City approved concept plan 
development and approved biddable plan set. If the milestones for each deliverable 
in Exhibit D are not met, the CONSULTANT will be required to provide the CITY 
with a revised schedule that satisfies the CITY. Final deliverables shall be provided 
to the City by no later than February 1, 2027. Any changes in milestone deliverables 
or final deliverables shall be submitted to the CITY by the CONSULTANT with 
specifics details justifying schedule modifications. The CITY shall review the 
request (s) and issue a decision.  

6. Appropriation of Funds. The City has appropriated sufficient funding to fund the 
cost of the Civil Engineering Design Services described herein. 

7. Merger Clause. This written agreement, which includes Exhibit A - the 
CONSULTANTS Proposal and associated documents, Exhibit B – Scope of Work 
(negotiated Scope of Work), Exhibit C – Negotiated CONSULTANT Fees, Exhibit 
D – Project Schedule, and Exhibit E – City Request for Proposal dated June 7, 2026, 
constitutes the entire Agreement of the parties. No other promises or consideration 
are a part of this Agreement. 
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8. Changes. CITY may, from time to time, require changes in the scope of services of 
the CONSULTANT to be performed hereunder. Such changes, which are mutually 
agreed upon by and between CITY and the CONSULTANT, shall be incorporated 
in written amendment to this Agreement. No changes to the fee will be allowed by 
the CITY. Any change, alteration, or addition to the terms and conditions set forth 
in this Agreement must be in the form of a written Amendment signed by both 
Parties. 

9. Identity of the CONSULTANT. CONSULTANT acknowledges that one of the 
primary reasons for its selection by the CITY to perform the duties described in this 
Agreement is the qualifications and experience of the principal personnel whom the 
CONSULTANT has represented in the submitted proposal will be responsible 
therefor. As such, the City reserves the right to reject any of the CONSULTANT’S 
personnel or proposed outside professional sub-CONSULTANTs, and the CITY 
reserves the right to request acceptable replacement personnel be assigned to the 
project. 

10. Assignment. The CONSULTYANT shall not sublet, assign, transfer, pledge, 
convey, sell or otherwise dispose of the whole or any part of this Agreement or his 
right, title, or interest therein to any person, firm, or corporation without the previous 
consent of the CITY in writing. 

11. Documents to be Provided by the CITY. CITY shall furnish the CONSULTANT 
with all available information and data CONSULTANT requests pertinent to the 
execution of this Agreement. CITY shall cooperate with the CONSULTANT in 
carrying out the work herein and shall provide adequate staff for liaison with the 
CONSULTANT. 

12. Ownership of Documents and Intellectual Property. All reports, plans, 
specifications, renderings, computer files and other documents prepared by 
CONSULTANT for which CONSULTANT has been compensated pursuant to this 
Agreement shall be the property of the CITY. CONSULTANT will deliver to the 
CITY copies of the prepared documents and materials periodically throughout the 
project duration and at the project completion with the final report submittal to 
FHWA. CONSULTANT shall make all documents and related data and material 
utilized in developing the documents available to CITY for inspection whenever 
requested. CONSULTANT may make copies of any and all such documents and 
items and retain same for its files. CONSULTANT shall have no liability for 
changes made to or use of the drawings, specifications, and other documents by 
anyone other than CONSULTANT subsequent to delivery of the prepared 
documents and materials. However, any such change or other use shall be sealed by 
the individual making the change or use and shall be appropriately marked to reflect 
what was changed or modified. 

13. Term of Agreement. This agreement commences on the date first written above 
and will expire on February 1, 2027, unless terminated sooner as provided for herein. 
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14. Termination for Convenience by the CITY: 

(a) The CITY may for any reason whatsoever terminate performance under this 
Agreement by the CONSULTANT for convenience. The CITY shall give written 
notice of such termination to the CONSULTANT specifying when termination 
becomes effective, which must be a minimum of thirty (30) days from the date the 
CONSULTANT receives the written notice. 

(b) This Agreement shall terminate immediately and absolutely at such time as 
appropriated and otherwise unobligated funds or other revenues are no longer 
available to satisfy the obligations of the CITY under this Agreement. 

(c) The CONSULTANT shall incur no further obligations in connection with the Work 
and the CONSULTANT shall stop Work when any such termination notice is 
received from CITY. The CONSULTANT shall also terminate outstanding orders 
and subcontracts and reasonably mitigate against any costs or losses associated with 
the termination of such affected orders and subcontracts. 

(d) The CONSULTANT shall transfer title and deliver to the CITY such completed or 
partially completed Work, including but not limited to hard copies and electronic 
copies, and materials, equipment, parts, fixtures, information and Contract rights as 
the CONSULTANT has. 

(e) Within thirty (30) days after its termination for convenience, the CONSULTANT 
shall submit a termination claim to the CITY specifying the amounts due because of 
the termination for convenience together with costs, pricing or other data required 
by the CITY. The claim shall be signed by an officer of the CONSULTANT under 
oath and under penalty of perjury. If the CONSULTANT fails to file a complete and 
proper termination claim within the time required herein, any claim for termination 
shall be deemed waived and no further sums will be due the CONSULTANT. The 
total sum to be paid the CONSULTANT, as outlined in Exhibit C, shall not exceed 
the total Contract Price, as properly adjusted, reduced by the amount of payments 
otherwise made and amounts not due for Work that has not been performed, and 
shall in no event include duplication of payment. Payment of the sums due hereunder 
shall constitute full and complete satisfaction of all sums due CONSULTANT for 
the termination of the Contract for convenience. 

15. Termination for Cause. If CONSULTANT breaches any provision of this 
Agreement, CITY may give notice to CONSULTANT of such breach in writing. If 
the breach is not cured within ten (10) days of receipt of such notice (or, in the case 
of a breach which cannot reasonably be cured within 10 days, if the CONSULTANT 
does  not promptly commence to cure the breach and thereafter diligently prosecute 
the cure to completion), CONSULTANT shall be in default hereunder and CITY 
may elect to terminate the Agreement, or to continue the Agreement subject to 
receiving adequate assurances of performance from CONSULTANT. In the event 
that CITY terminates this Agreement pursuant to this section, CITY shall not be 
required to make any payments to CONSULTANT with respect to material that has 
not been delivered or Work that have not been performed as of the date of 
termination. If the sum of all previous deposits and payments under this Agreement 
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with respect to the Work so terminated exceeds the amount owed to CONSULTANT 
with respect to material that has been delivered and Work that have been performed 
as of the date of termination, the excess shall be immediately refunded to CITY. 

16. Suspension of Work by the CITY. The CITY may, by written notice, direct the 
CONSULTANT to suspend all or any part of the Work under this Agreement for 
such period of time as may be determined by the CITY to be necessary or desirable 
for its convenience. If such suspension causes additional cost to CONSULTANT 
or delays the progress of the Work and is due to something other than the failure 
of the CONSULTANT to correct the Work as required by this Agreement or carry 
out the Work in accordance with this Agreement, then the CONSULTANT will 
be entitled to additional compensation and a time extension in accordance with the 
provisions of this Agreement. Adjustments to the Contract Price and/or Contract 
Time will be based on actual costs and actual days lost resulting directly from the 
suspension. In no event shall the CONSULTANT be entitled to any prospective 
profits. Any claim by the CONSULTANT for an adjustment hereunder must be 
asserted within thirty (30) Days from the date of a start order for resumption of 
Work. 

17. Completeness of Contract. This Agreement and the documents incorporated 
herein by specific reference contain all the terms and conditions agreed upon by 
the parties hereto, and no other agreements, oral or otherwise, regarding the subject 
matter of this contract or any part thereof shall have any validity or bind any of the 
parties hereto. If there is any conflict between the terms of this Agreement and the 
documents attached hereto, the terms of this Agreement shall control. This 
Agreement may not be subsequently modified except by a writing signed by both 
parties 

18. CITY Not Obligated to Third Parties. CITY shall not be obligated or liable 
hereunder to any party other than the CONSULTANT. 

19. Final Decisions. Serving as a CONSULTANT to the CITY, CONSULTANT shall 
advise all parties that final decisions shall be made by the City Council, City 
Manager and/or designee. 

20. Indemnification. CONSULTANT does hereby covenant and contract to 
indemnify and hold harmless the CITY, its Councilmembers, Mayor, officers, 
employees, and agents, from and against all liability, causes of action, claims, 
costs, damages, demands, expenses, fines, judgments, losses, penalties or suits, 
which may arise by reason of death or injury to persons or property, caused by or 
resulting from CONSULTANT’s negligence, intentional tort, intellectual property 
infringement, or failure to pay a sub-CONSULTANT, its agents, or 
CONSULTANTs under contract, or any other entity over which the professional 
exercises control.  
The indemnification under this section shall include CONSULTANT’s obligation 
to proportionally reimburse reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs, court costs, and 
settlement costs incurred by CITY in connection with a claim covered by this 
section.  
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The CONSULTANT’S obligations under this section shall not be limited to the 
limits of coverage of insurance maintained or required to be maintained by 
professional under this agreement. This provision shall survive the termination of 
this agreement. 

21. Required Insurance Coverage and Limits. CONSULTANT shall, at its sole 
expense, obtain and maintain the following minimum insurance coverages issued 
by an insurance company authorized to do business in the State of Georgia with a 
minimum A.M. Best rating of “A VII” and reasonably acceptable to the CITY. 
Insurance provided by CONSULTANT shall be primary and non-contributory 
coverage and shall be endorsed accordingly. CITY shall be granted a waiver of 
subrogation on all applicable insurance carried by Sub-Consultants. 
CONSULTANT shall provide certificates of insurance and Endorsements 
evidencing these coverages to CITY upon execution of this Agreement. 

(a) Worker's Compensation Insurance in accordance with the laws of the State of 
Georgia. 

(b) Commercial General Liability Insurance including Bodily Injury and Property 
Damage in an amount of not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) in the 
aggregate and One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence. 

(c) Automobile Liability Insurance in an amount not less than One Million Dollars 
($1,000,000) in the aggregate and One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per 
occurrence. 

(d) Valuable Papers Insurance in an amount sufficient to assure the restoration of any 
plans, drawings, field notes, or other similar data relating to the Work. 

(e) Employers’ Liability Insurance in the minimum of One Million Dollars 
($1,000,000) each incident, One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) each employee, and 
One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) policy limit. 

(f) Professional Liability Insurance in the minimum of One Million Dollars 
($1,000,000) per claim and Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) in the aggregate. 

(g) Umbrella and/or Excess Liability Insurance in the minimum of One Million 
Dollars ($1,000,000) over and above the underlying required coverages of 
Commercial General Liability, Professional Liability, and Auto Liability 
coverage.  

(h) CONSULTANT shall provide CITY a minimum thirty (30) days written notice 
prior to any material change in insurance coverage. Said commercial general 
liability, auto liability and umbrella liability insurance policies shall name CITY 
as an additional insured. 

(i) All insurance requirements shall be maintained in full force and effect during the 
life of the Agreement and shall cover liability resulting from CONSULTANT’s 
neglect in Services and Work, during completion of the Services. 

22. Waiver. A waiver by either Party of any breach of any provision, term, covenant, 
or condition of this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent 
breach of the same or any other provision, term, covenant, or condition. 
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23. Severability. The Parties agree that each of the provisions included in this 
Agreement is separate, distinct and severable from the other and remaining 
provisions of this Agreement, and that the invalidity of any Agreement provision 
shall not affect the validity of any other provision or provisions of this Agreement. 

24. Audits. At any time during normal business hours and as often as the CITY may 
reasonably deem necessary, the CONSULTANT shall make available to the 
CITY, federal, state, or local government and/or their agencies and representatives 
for examination all of its records with respect to the Work and all matters covered 
by this Agreement. It shall also produce for inspection and permit the foregoing 
and/or their agencies and representatives to audit, examine and make copies, 
excerpts or transcripts from such records of personnel, conditions of employment 
and other data relating to the Work and all matters covered by this Agreement. 
CONSULTANT shall maintain all books, documents, papers, accounting records 
and other evidence pertaining to a Project and shall make such material available 
at all reasonable times during the period of the Agreement, and for three (3) years 
from completion of the Work for the Project, for inspection by the CITY or any 
federal, state, or local reviewing agencies, and copies thereof shall be furnished 
upon request. CONSULTANT agrees that the provisions of this section shall be 
included in any agreements it may make with any Sub- CONSULTANT, assignee, 
or transferee. 

25. CONSULTANT Not to Discriminate. During the performance of this 
Agreement, the CONSULTANT will not discriminate against any employee or 
applicant for employment, subcontractor, qualified client, or recipient of services, 
because of race, creed or belief, political affiliation, color, sex, national origin, 
age, religion, handicap, or disability which does not preclude the applicant or 
employee from performing the essential functions of the position. The 
CONSULTANT will also, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees 
placed by qualified applicants, consider the same without regard to race, creed or 
belief, political affiliation, color, sex, national origin, age, religion, handicap, or 
disability which does not preclude the applicant from performing the essential 
functions of the job. The CONSULTANT will cause the foregoing provisions to 
be inserted in all subcontracts for any Work covered by the Contract so that such 
provision will be binding upon each sub-consultant, providing that the foregoing 
provisions shall not apply to contracts or sub-consultants for standard commercial 
supplies of raw materials. 

26. Conflict of Interest. 
(a) CONSULTANT’s Interest: The CONSULTANT agrees that it presently has no 

interest and shall acquire no interest, direct or indirect, that would conflict in any 
manner or degree with the performance of its Services hereunder. The 
CONSULTANT further agrees that, in the performance of the Agreement, no 
person having any such interest shall be employed. 

(b) Interest of Public Officials: The CONSULTANT will not, directly or indirectly, 
attempt in any manner to hire or attempt to hire or cause or otherwise encourage 
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any employee of the CITY to leave the employ of the CITY in order to work for 
the CONSULTANT or another entity. 

27. Anti-Kickback. Salaries of engineers. planners, administrative staff, CAD 
operators, CONSULTANTs, and technicians performing Work under this 
Agreement shall be paid by CONSULTANT unconditionally and not less often 
than once a month without deduction or rebate on any account except only such 
payroll deductions as are allowed by law. The CONSULTANT hereby promises 
to comply with all applicable “Anti-kickback” laws, and shall insert appropriate 
provisions in all subcontracts covering Work under this Agreement. 

28. Verbal. No verbal agreement or conversation with any officer, agent, or employee 
of the CITY, either before, during, or after the execution of this Agreement, shall 
affect or modify any of the terms or obligations herein contained, nor shall such 
verbal agreement or conversation entitle CONSULTANT to any additional 
payment whatsoever under the terms for this Agreement. All changes to this 
Agreement shall be in writing and appended hereto as prescribed in Section VIII 
above, or by written Amendment. 

29. Notices. Any notices to be given hereunder by either Party to the other may be 
affected either by personal delivery in writing, by mail (registered or certified), 
postage prepaid with return receipt requested, or by a recognized overnight 
delivery service to the following addresses, or address changes subsequently 
provided to the other Party in writing:

30. Informal Dispute Resolution. The Parties shall attempt in good faith to resolve 
all disputes arising under the Contract promptly by negotiation as follows. Any 
Party may give the other Party written notice of any dispute not resolved in the 
normal course of business. Executives of both Parties with appropriate decision-
making authority shall meet at a mutually acceptable time and place within ten 
(10) days after delivery of such notice, and thereafter as often as they reasonably 
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deem necessary, to exchange relevant information and to attempt to resolve the 
dispute. More than one meeting to negotiate a resolution of the dispute may be 
held. However, if, within forty-five (45) days after the initial notice of dispute, the 
Parties are not successful in resolving the dispute through negotiation, then the 
Parties agree that the dispute may be resolved by Litigation as provided in Section 
31 below.  
In the case of any dispute arising under the contract, CONSULTANT shall proceed 
diligently with performance of the Work pending final resolution of the dispute, 
and CITY shall continue to make payments to CONSULTANT in accordance with 
the Agreement for those portions of the Work completed that are not the subject 
of dispute. 

31. Litigation. As a condition precedent to the filing of any legal action by 
CONSULTANT against the CITY arising out of or relating to this Agreement, 
CONSULTANT shall first provide the CITY thirty (30) days written notice of its 
intent to file such action. Such notice shall include an identification of the 
anticipated parties to said action and a description of all anticipated claims and 
causes of action to be asserted in said action to the best of the CONSULTANT’s 
ability. 

32. Cooperation with Government Requirements. CONSULTANT will be 
required to satisfy all local and state requirements pertaining to this project. 

33. Immigration Law Compliance. To the extent applicable, CONSULTANT 
acknowledges it and its Sub-CONSULTANTs are solely responsible for 
complying with the provisions of, including maintaining and providing records of 
compliance, and providing affidavits verifying compliance with, the Immigration 
Reform and Control Act of 1986, located at 8 U.S.C Section 1324, et seq., the 
Georgia Security and Immigration Compliance Act of 2006 located at OCGA §13-
10-90, et seq., Georgia Department of Labor Rule 300-10-1-.02, and all 
regulations relating to the foregoing. 

34. Survival. The warranty, payment, indemnification, insurance, confidentiality, 
litigation, venue, cooperation, audit, and governing law obligations herein survive 
the expiration, cancellation, or termination of this Agreement. 

35. No Third-Party Beneficiaries. Nothing in this Agreement, expressed or implied, 
is intended or shall be construed to confer upon or give to any person, firm, or 
corporation, any legal or equitable rights by reason of this Agreement or any term, 
covenant or condition herein, all of which shall be for the sole and exclusive 
benefit of the Parties hereto and their successors and permitted assigns. 

36. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, 
each of which shall be an original, but all of which together shall constitute one 
and the same instrument. 

37. No Strict Construction. Each Party has participated in negotiating and drafting 
this Agreement, so if ambiguity or a question of intent or interpretation arises, this 
Agreement is to be construed as if the Parties had drafted it jointly, as opposed to 
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being construed against a party because it was responsible for drafting one or more 
provisions of this Agreement.

The City of Clarkston, GA (the “City”) is requesting a technical proposal from qualified Civil 
Engineering Consultants to provide professional services for the development of engineering site 
plans, specifications and related professional services for the conversion of an under-utilized grass 
field at Milam Park to a multi-purpose field. Consultants are invited to demonstrate their 
experience and qualifications in performing work directly related to the services by responding to 
this Request for Proposal (RFP). The civil engineering consultant will be selected on a 
qualifications-based process (QBS) where the highest ranked firm (based on the technical 
requirements set forth herein) will be identified by the City followed by scope of work refinement, 
as necessary. Once the scope of work is agreed upon by the City and the highest ranked firm, the 
City will subsequently request that the associated fee be submitted by the Proposer with the highest 
ranked technical proposal. The fee is NOT to be submitted until requested by the City. Fee 
negotiations will occur with the highest ranked firm ONLY based on the agreed upon scope. If a 
fee cannot be negotiated, the City will begin the work scope refinement with the second ranked 
technical firm and subsequent fee negotiations. This process will continue until the City obtains a 
suitable work scope and fee from a proposer or the City may choose to re-advertise for RFP.  

It should be noted that due to bidding irregularities, this RFP was previously advertised on May 5, 
2026. Proposers shall also take note of the Addendums 1 and 2 that were issued for this May 5, 
2026 RFP issuance. These two addendums are included as Exhibit A to the RFP and included in 
BidNetDirect as an attachment. 

Unless otherwise corrected in this RFP, the “Responses to Question’s” in the two addendums shall 
be addressed in the submitted Technical Proposal by the Proposers. 

I. Project Description 

The City of Clarkston’s Parks and Recreation Department intends to reconfigure the existing 
natural-grass soccer field at Milam Park into a full-size synthetic turf field suitable for regulation 
football-sized dimensions and other multi-sport uses such as soccer, kickball, to name a few. 
Related sports amenities to include plans and specifications for field marking layouts, spectator 
seating, goalpost layout and footing design, team shelters, scoreboard, safety netting and all related 
uses, etc. The reconfigured site shall de designed such that the field allows for year-round use and 
as such a comprehensive drainage system within the profile of the synthetic turf system is critical 
component.  

For purposes of this RFP, the City defines this as Phase I. Phase I will lead to plan development 
and construction implementation.  

Consideration for additional uses; i.e. track and field, shall be included in the scope from a 
planning prospective only with no design plan development required. This is described as Phase II. 

 

II. Scope of Work 

The following is the minimum Scope of Work proposed for this project. The City welcomes 
proposers to offer additional scope or modifications to the proposed scope and as such, proposers 
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are to identify in their proposal submittal to clearly identify where modifications and/or additions 
are suggested. Please note that Construction Administration Services and CE&I are NOT to be 
included in the proposal submittal.  

The following pertains to Phase I ONLY except as otherwise noted. 

 

Task 1 – Project Management 

The lead civil engineer firm shall manage all sub-consultants on their team, directing the flow of 
information between the consultant team members and the City’s Project Engineer. Monthly billing 
and status reports shall be clearly presented in an organized way, with man-hours, hourly rates and 
tasks identified. The consultant shall provide, at a minimum, the following items: 

(a) Organize and conduct on-site kick-off meeting 
(b) Provide conceptual schedule for all consultant team members services and revise as 

necessary throughout the design process 
(c) Organize and conduct project meetings at city hall or virtual; assume one (1) meeting every 

2 weeks during the duration of the project scope. Assume 50/50 split between in-person and 
virtual 

(d) Prepare materials for and participate in one (1) City Council meeting 
(e) Prepare materials and participate in one (1) Public Information Open House (PIOH) 

meeting 
(f) Coordinate various members of the prime consultant team 
(g) Provide exhibits, maps. Figures on an as-needed basis when requested from the City staff 
(h) Communicate clearly and regularly with the City’s Project Engineer 
(i) Provide monthly status reports to the City’s Project Engineer 
(j) Submit monthly pay requests including a draft of pay request for city approval 
(k) Prepare minutes of every meeting and disseminate to all meeting attendees for 

review/comments 

 

Task 2 – Conceptual Site Planning 

This Task shall include the development of two (2) Concept Plans for Phase I and two (2) 
Concept Plans for Phase II. 

Each of the two (2) Phase I and two (2) Phase II Concept Plans shall include a Probable Estimate of 
Construction Costs (format shall include Task Description Items, Unit Price for each Line Item and 
other items such as utility costs). 

The consultant shall anticipate up to a maximum of two (2) concept plan review revisions by city 
staff for the selected Phase I Concept Plan. The City selected Phase I Concept Site Plan shall 
include line/schematic plan and a Probable Estimate of Construction Costs based on the Concept 
only (as described in the aforementioned). The City anticipates a single plan sheet will be adequate 
for final selected Phase I Concept Plan. 

The selected concept for Phase I shall lead to implementation as defined in the Project Description. 
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Phase II Concept Plan shall be for future implementation which will include all the elements of 
Phase I, such as track and field and others as defined by the City. The City selected Phase II 
Concept Site Plan shall include a line/schematic plan and a Probable Estimate of Construction 
Costs based on the Concept only (as described in the aforementioned). The City anticipates a single 
plan sheet will be adequate for final selected Phase I Concept Plan. 

The consultant shall anticipate up to a maximum of two (2) schematic plan revisions by city staff 
for this Phase II. 

 

Task 3 – Survey 

The consultant team shall provide the following surveying services and data collection for 100% of 
the entire boundary area of Milam Park. City will provide a survey plan undergone in 2012 of the 
property to assist the survey firm: 

1. Topographic Survey for design services 
(a) Provide topographic surveys in AutoCAD format 
(b) Determine existing ground elevation at 2 foot contours 
(c) Determine horizontal and vertical location of existing utilities, surface improvements, 

structures, etc. 
(d) Tree locations (6 in. DBH or greater) 
(e) Benchmark information 
(f) Generate a topographic base drawing with contours for design purposes 

2. Construction Survey Services (Phase I) 
(a) Construction staking and re-staking (once if required) 
(b) Provide post construction revised plans from as-built’s developed by the contractor 

Task 4 – Civil Site Plan Design Development and Related Services 

The objective of this task is to develop set of design/construction plans for Phase I ONLY. The 
consultant shall prepare 30%, 90% and 100% construction plans for the preferred Concept 
developed under Task 2. City staff will review the 30%, 90% and 100% plans for conformance to 
the contract requirements. The City shall issue a NTP to the consultant for each phase of plan 
development. No work shall occur on the subsequent plan development until the NTP is issued. 
The final plan set shall be a biddable set for the City to advertise to-bid. The following design 
details are to be incorporated into the final plan set: 

1. Schedule 
2. Design assumptions 
3. Geotechnical Investigation 

(a) Testing for drainage purposes; soil permeability/infiltration  
(b) Site preparation recommendations for site preparation including geotechnical 

construction materials and practices, etc. 
(c) Provide a written report that summarizes findings and recommendations 

4. Hydraulic/Hydraulic Analysis 
(a) Hydraulic analysis; existing vs. proposed conditions 
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(b) Design stormwater facility(s) based on hydrologic and hydraulic analysis – Ga 
Stormwater manual shall be used including the Green Infrastructure Matrix analysis, 
and other related tools 

(c) Prepare a drainage report 
5. Prepare Site Plan Sheets; to include, as a minimum, the following: 

• Cover Sheet 
• General Notes/Legend, Abbreviations 
• Existing Conditions 
• Demolition Plan 
• Grading and Drainage Plan that includes a comprehensive underdrain 

system/specialized base design with all associate collector pipes for conveyance to 
the stormwater system 

• Site Plan 
• Composite Utility Plan that includes the Electrical Plan for power supply, water 

service (water fountain or related amenities), etc.  
• Stormwater Management Plan 
• Technical Specifications for all materials and infrastructure  
• E&SC Plan 
• ADA Compliance Plan for pedestrian access 
• Field Marking Layout Plan which defines permanent in-laid turf lines for various 

sporting events 
• Amenity Integration Plan that identifies all equipment, furnishings, etc. 

6. Prepare Probable Estimate of Construction Cost at each of the  3 stages of plan 
development (30%, 90% and 100%). 

Task 5 - Material Product Specifications 

The objective with this phase is to provide the city with up to three (3) synthetic turf options from 
various vendors which includes the consultants recommendations and pro’s and con’s of each. This 
task shall include all the necessary details for the turf type to allow the city to make an informed 
decision. Any environmental impacts from the use of synthetic turf (i.e. degradation of 
polyethylene or polypropylene grass fibers over time leading to nano-plastic conveyance off site 
and potentially to waterways) shall be identified by the vendors. The design firm will be required to 
consider how to mitigate this with the use of various structural and non-structural BMP’s within the 
projects storm water management system.  

Approximate cost estimates for material and labor installation shall be provided for each option. A 
Summary Report shall be provided as the deliverable to the city. 

A minimum of two (2) material options and cost estimates for all other site specific equipment, and 
peripheral amenities such as bleachers, goal posts, scoreboard, etc.  

The final turf option and all other material/equipment options shall be included in the Construction 
Plan documents. 

Task 6 – Public Involvement 

The consultant shall assist the City staff with informing the city council, stakeholders and the 
general public on the status of the project. This task shall include the preparation of one fact sheet, 
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a design layout of a project information sign (the cost and sign vendor for the fabrication and 
installation to be implemented by the city) and coordination with the city’s communication staff.  

The fact sheet shall include site specific information, an anticipated construction schedule, 
information on the design elements, and other applicable information. This fact sheet shall be used 
at the PIOH and various other sites.  

The City will organize and host one (1) in-person PIOH for the project with content and exhibits 
provided by the consultant team. At a minimum, the consultant team lead shall attend and others 
associated with the team at the discretion of the Lead Consultant. 

 

III. TERM OF SERVICE AND PRE-CONTRACT ACTIVITY 

The anticipated date of completion for these services shall be noted as November 30, 2026 in the 
contract. 

IV. MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS 
 

To be considered for award of the contract for this Project, each Proposer shall demonstrate the 
following minimum criteria as part of their Proposal. 

1. Proposer’s project team; specifically the Project Engineer, shall be a State of Georgia 
Registered Professional Engineer. 

2. Proposer shall demonstrate a minimum of five (5) years’ experience providing the types of 
services described within the Scope of Work of this Request for Proposals for public 
agencies. 

3. Proposer shall not have a record of substandard workmanship, as verified by the City by 
communication with licensing authorities, former clients and references, and other means 
as the City deems appropriate. 

4. Proposer, including the lead Project Engineer, shall have experience with similar park 
projects. 

 

V. PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS 

Proposers shall prepare and submit Proposals in accordance with the requirements stated within this 
RFP. Adherence to these requirements will ensure a fair and objective analysis of submitted 
Proposals. Proposals should provide a clear, concise description of the Proposer’s capabilities to 
satisfy the requirements of this RFP. Emphasis should be placed on completeness, brevity, and 
clarity of content. Failure to comply with or complete any part of the RFP may result in rejection 
of the Proposal. The ability to follow these instructions demonstrates attention to detail. 

Proposal Format 

Proposal shall have a text font (e.g. Calibri, Times New Roman, Garamond) of at least 12-point.  

Proposal shall be organized in accordance with the listed Proposal contents and shall not exceed 15 
total pages. Supporting Information, as defined below, shall be provided in a separate section at the 
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end of the Proposal, and not counted in the page limit requirements. A front cover sheet and one-
page table of contents are not counted in the page limit requirements. The entire proposal shall 
contain no more than 15 pages (front side only); exclusive of the staff resumes to be assigned to the 
project. 

Introductory Letter 

The introductory letter should address the consultant’s willingness and commitment, if selected, to 
provide the services offered and a description of why the Proposer believes it should be 
selected. 

The letter shall be addressed to the City Manager (ChaQuias Miller-Thornton; 
cmthornton@cityofclarkston.com) and include the name of the firm, as well as the printed name, 
title, telephone number, and email address of the officer authorized to represent the consultant in 
any correspondence, negotiations, and signing of any contract that may result. Include the address 
of the office that will be providing the service and the project manager’s name, title, telephone 
number, and e-mail address. The Proposer’s federal and state tax ID numbers and the state of 
incorporation, if applicable, shall also be included. The letter must be signed by the Proposer, if 
an individual, or by a legal representative of the Proposer’s entity, authorized to bind the entity in 
contractual matters. 

Project Understanding 

Proposals shall demonstrate the consultant’s understanding of the Project by providing a clear 
and concise description of the Project, discussion of the anticipated primary issues and 
milestones, and identification of key stakeholders, based on the information provided in the RFP. 

Project Approach 

Proposals shall clearly define the tasks and activities necessary to meet the objectives outlined in 
the Scope of Work of the RFP. Each Proposer should demonstrate knowledge of the type of work 
requested, ability to solve the anticipated Project issues, and ability to offer innovative ideas. 
Proposer’s ability to expeditiously complete the work should be made evident. The Proposal 
should include the following: 

1. Describe overall approach to project management 

2. Describe Proposer’s approach and methodology for preparing project cost estimates, 
including the services being solicited by the RFP, as well as the cost of permits, 
acquisitions, and construction. 

3. Describe approach to organize and accomplish each of the tasks and activities of this RFP, 
including addressing the anticipated primary issues and milestones. 

4. Identify Proposer’s specific team members, including key sub-consultants, and resources 
assigned to each task and activity of the RFP.

7. Describe Proposer’s quality assurance and quality control procedures to be implemented 

on this Project. 
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8. Describe Proposer’s approach and abilities to interact and engage stakeholders. 
9. Identify and describe the deliverables that will result from each task and activity. 

 
Proposer’s Experience 
 
Proposals shall provide a brief work history of consultant’s and any key sub-consultant’s projects 
entailing the same type of work being requested. Emphasis should be placed on local projects 
for public agencies where possible. The Proposal should include the following: 

1. Describe the consultant’s and key sub-consultant’s firm size, office locations, and relevant 
capabilities and resources to be utilized on this Project. 

2. Describe consultant and key sub-consultants’ work experience that correspond with the 
Project needs, as identified in this RFP. 

3. Provide at least three (3) examples of projects completed by Proposer for public agencies 
within the last five (5) years that best characterize Proposer’s experience with the work 
being requested, work quality, and cost control, describing each by project name, type, 
location, and date. 

• Include the public agency name and the name, address, telephone number, and 
email of the current contact person for each project, where possible. 

• Identify what role, if any, each team member who is proposed for this City Project 
(see Project Team Experience, below) played in each listed project. 

• Identify original and final contract costs for each listed project.  Explain any cost 
overruns and corrective actions taken. 

Project Team Experience 
 

Proposals shall identify the team to be assigned to the Project by name, describing each 
member’s qualifications and experience with completed projects relative to the requested 
services, including expertise regarding all tasks associated with the Scope of Work. Each Proposal 
should include the following: 

Identify by name and title the project principal, project manager, key staff, and any sub- 
consultants or subcontractors to be assigned to this Project. 

Describe education, training, qualifications, registrations, certification, and relevant individual 
work experience of all key personnel, including sub-consultants, to be assigned to this Project. 

Identify the Project roles and responsibilities of all key personnel. 

Describe any attributes or expertise of key personnel uniquely situated for the requested services. 

Describe the extent of principal and project manager involvement. 

Describe current and anticipated assignments and location of key personnel, including 
percentage of time devoted to other projects during performance of this Project. 

Estimate the percentage of time key personnel will be devoted to this Project for the duration 
of the Project, based on a 40-hour work week.

Project Schedule 

Proposals shall include a proposed Project schedule identifying the duration and completion date of 
all tasks and milestones. The schedule should reflect the anticipated final completion date stated 
in the Scope of Work.  If the schedule extends beyond the final completion date, the Proposal 
should include an explanation as to why the work cannot be completed within the proposed 
timeframe stated in the Scope of Work. 

 

Supporting Information 

Supporting materials may include graphs, full resumes, other references, charts, sample 
documents, and photos. However, pertinent information should be covered in the body of the 
Proposal. Supporting Information will not count toward the page limit, but brevity is encouraged. If 
there is no additional information to present in the Supporting Information, then state: “There is no 
additional information we wish to present.” 

 

VI. PROPOSAL SUBMISSION 
 

Proposers shall submit the Technical proposal ONLY via BidNetDirect. Based on the QBS 
process, once the highest-ranked technical proposal is identified by the Selection Team, that 
city will subsequently contact that firm and request a meeting to discuss the submitted 
scope. The firm and the City will refine the scope, if necessary. Once both parties agree to 
the Scope of Work, the City will request that a fee, based on the agreed-upon scope of work, 
be submitted to the City within 48 hours. Fee negotiations will commence. If a fee is agreed-
upon by both parties, the City will prepare a draft contract for the firms review. City staff 
will follow with adding the contract to City Council’s Meeting Agenda for council 
consideration. The highest ranked consultant fee proposal shall identify the costs and man-hours 
for each labor classification for those tasks identified in Section II – Work Tasks.  

 

VII. PROPOSAL EVALUATION AND SELECTION 

A Selection Review Committee will be appointed to evaluate the Proposals received. Each 
committee member will independently evaluate each Proposal in accordance with the criteria 
stated in the Proposal Requirements section of this RFP. 

At any point during the evaluation process, the City is permitted to seek clarification f r o m  
t h e  c o n s u l t a n t  of any Proposal. 

Written Evaluation 

Based on their evaluation, each member of the Selection Review Committee will score each 
Proposal according to the following scoring criteria. Each member will rank, in descending order, 
each Proposal by total score.

Interview Evaluation

Successful Proposer Determination 

The City reserves the right to perform additional investigations of any Proposer, including 
communication with licensing authorities, former clients and references, and other means as the 
City deems appropriate, and may reject any Proposal upon finding a record of Proposer’s 
substandard workmanship. 

The Selection Review Committee shall determine the final ranking of Proposers (based on the 
QBS process), and the Committee’s decision is final.

The City reserves the right to negotiate a final contract that is in the best interest of the City. 
With regards to the Professional Services Agreement to be prepared by the City, the City will 
consider potential edits of the Agreement and will attempt to reach a final agreement with the 
Successful Proposer but if unable to do so, the City may, in its sole discretion, terminate 
negotiations and reject the Proposal in the event agreement cannot be reached. The City may 
then attempt to reach final agreement with the next highest ranked Proposer, and so on with 
the remaining Proposers, until an agreement is reached.

1. Failure of the Proposer to adhere to one or more of the provisions established in the RFP. 

2. Failure of the Proposer to submit a Proposal in the format specified herein. 

3. Failure of the Proposer to submit a Proposal within the time requirements established 
herein. 

4. Failure of the Proposer to adhere to ethical and professional standards before, during, or 
following the Proposal process. 

5. Failure to provide information that is specifically requested in this RFP. 
The City may reject any Proposal not in compliance with all prescribed public procurement 
procedures and requirements, and may reject for good cause any or all Proposals upon a finding 
by the City that it is in the public interest to do so. 

 
Duration of Proposal 
Proposal prices, terms, and conditions shall be firm for a period of at least ninety (90) days from 
the time and date Proposals are due. Proposals shall not be subject to future price escalation or 
changes of terms during the ninety (90) day period nor any increases in the price during the 
duration of the project as defined in the Professional Services contract 

 
Local and Federal Requirements 
The selected consultant shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws, regulations, executive 
orders, and ordinances applicable to the work under this contract, including, without limitation, 
the provisions of: (i) Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 nor (ii) the Americans with 
Disabilities Act.
